CONTRACT & RESPONSIBILITIES
Subject to the rules and procedures presently in force or hereafter adopted by Treasure Valley Community College, hereafter referred to as College, which are incorporated by reference herein, I hereby agree to lease from Treasure Valley Community College a room in a college residence hall to be assigned by the College for living at the College’s current rates under the following terms:

-This contract becomes binding on both student and College when the completed, signed contract and reservation deposit are received and accepted by the College.  Students must be registered for a minimum of six credits per term at Treasure Valley Community College.  Students registered for less than the required credit load will be subject to eviction.  The agreement is entered between Treasure Valley Community College and the undersigned student.  This agreement shall be for one academic year (Fall, Winter, Spring). Students arriving in the Winter or Spring quarters will be assigned rooms based on availability and will sign a lease agreement for the remainder of the academic year. Students must cancel their reservations in writing (email is acceptable) to the office of Residence Life before August 15th or they will be assessed the breach in contract penalty and loss of deposit.  Students wishing to move out of the residence halls before their annual contract has expired (regardless of graduation status), will be assessed a $500.00 cancellation fee and a loss of their housing deposit.  Refunds are given based on the day that the student formally checks out of the facility.  This includes turning in keys, cleaning their rooms, and following all other pertinent check out procedures.  Any student who moves in prior to the academic year (the Friday before classes begin), stays over Winter or Spring break, or summer will be assessed a daily fee as prescribed in the current Residence Life Handbook.  Students who have applied to live in the Residence Halls will be considered a “no show” if check in has not been completed by the 3rd day of classes and written notice has not been provided to the Residence Life office indicating their cancellation. The student will be assessed the $500 cancellation fee and loss of deposit and their room will be reassigned by the college.  

-Rent, payable in advance for each quarter of residency, is due on or before the date specified in the current College catalog or it amendments.  A payment plan is available through the college business office.  Rent paid is nonrefundable (after occupancy). If the student withdraws from the College or chooses to break the residence life contract, refunds are given based on the day that the student formally checks out of the facility and the cancellation fee and loss of deposit will be applied to the student account.  Students who do not arrange payment with the business office or are in arrears will be given 5 days written notice to make payment or their locks will be changed and they will be evicted from the facility.  Arrangements will be made to pick up their belongings, keys to be returned, and room to be cleaned within an additional 7 days or their belongings will become property of the college.

-The student may not sell or assign this contract or any rights hereunder. The student also agree that if any payment is not made when due: (a) a late fee of $25.00 may be assessed on the first day following each payment due date; (b) the entire unpaid balance and late fees shall immediately become due and payable; (c) food and housing service may be terminated; (d) The student will be placed on “Hold” and will not be able to receive grades or transcripts; (e) this Note may be assigned to a collection agency, and can be reported to a credit service bureau; and (f) the student may not be eligible for further installment payment plans. The above rights and remedies under this Note shall not constitute a waiver to otherwise demand strict compliance with any provision of this Note. Whether or not any court action is involved all expenses, fees, attorney fees, and actual collection costs incurred by TVCC in an attempt to collect funds due under this Note shall become a part of the unpaid principle balance and payable upon demand. When expenses, fees, and collection costs become a part of the unpaid principle balance I understand my debt to TVCC may double. In the event legal action is instituted for the collection of this Note, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover at trial and on appeal reasonable attorney fees and costs.

-No specific room is leased by this contract. The College reserves the right to assign and reassign students to any residence hall room on campus at the beginning of each quarter, and within a quarter.  The College will not discriminate in room or hall assignments on the basis of race, age, color, national origin, sexual orientation, or disability in any of its policies, procedures, or practices.  Students will be assigned a room based on their preferences when possible.  No room changes will be permitted except those approved by the Residence Life Coordinator.  Unauthorized room changes will be considered a direct policy violation and will become subject to the judicial process and/or possible fines.  Rooms may not be sublet.  The contract is with the sole assigned student and is not assignable, saleable, or transferable.  Exchanges, transfers, and vacating of rooms will require permission from the Residence Life Coordinator.

-The College may terminate this contract without refund of any prepaid rent or deposits, effective immediately upon notice to the students, if the student violates any provision of this contract or the College or residence hall rules incorporated herein by reference. The College may terminate this contract effective immediately upon notice to the student, if the student is enrolled for less than 6 quarter hours, withdraws or is dismissed from the College.  If a student graduates, becomes married, becomes responsible for dependants, or is expelled from Treasure Valley Community College, they may petition the college to be dismissed from the annual lease agreement.  It will be the sole decision of the college to grant termination from the contract.   In all such instances, the College shall have the right to take possession of the room immediately.

-The College may establish or modify its policies and regulations with campus-wide application, which apply to the residence halls.  Such regulations include, but are not limited to, prohibitions against alcohol and illegal drugs, regulations of dangerous articles and substances, parking, fire prevention and control regulations, security regulations and solicitation policies. The College may also establish or modify rules and procedures with respect to the residence halls. These include but are not limited to, key charges, guest policies, pet policies, meal plan requirements, appliance restrictions, room modification restrictions, and room and common area cleanliness standards. The student acknowledges that he/she is entitled to a current copy of all such policies and regulations (which are incorporated herein by this reference) and agrees to abide by all such policies and regulations as they are now stated and as they may be duly adopted or revised during the term of this contract.

-The College reserves the right to have authorized personnel enter and inspect individual rooms leased to students to perform routine services, maintenance, damage or occupancy inspection, health and safety of the resident or other appropriate functions as deemed in the Residence Hall Handbook. A reasonable effort will be made to notify the occupant of entry. College officials may search a room when they have reasonable suspicion of a Code of Conduct, local, state, or federal violation. Additionally, authorized personnel may contact the local, state, or federal authorities if there is reasonable cause of local, state, or federal violations.  The student waives any claim against the College, its agents or employees based upon such entry.

-The College agrees to furnish light, water, heat and garbage receptacles as appropriate, and to furnish routine cleaning service for common areas but the College shall not be responsible for any non-negligent failure to provide such services. The student agrees to promptly pay his/her share of the cost of any unusual kind or quantity of cleaning or other services required to maintain common areas as may be determined by the College in the exercise of its discretion.

-The College assumes no responsibility to hold or protect student property, or for any loss or damage to a student’s personal possessions anywhere on the premises, whether caused by theft, fire, water, steam, or other causes including acts of nature. The student is responsible for obtaining his/her own insurance for personal possessions.

-The student agrees to be jointly and personally responsible with his/her roommates for the condition of their assigned room and its furnishings and promptly compensate the College for any damages to any part of the premises caused by an act or omission of the occupants of the room and/or their guests. The student further agrees to be responsible for his/her assigned share of the damages to common areas of the premises, including the dining hall, as determined by the College.  Students agree to keep the assigned room clean during use and return the room and its furnishings in the same condition as on initiation of the contract, less reasonable wear and tear (determined in the College’s sole discretion), including cleaning, vacuuming and dusting of the room prior to turnover. The student shall vacate the premises in accordance with published residence hall closing procedures. Any property left in rooms at the end of an academic year will be deemed abandoned and may be sold or disposed of by the College and the student may be assessed an additional fine for failure to remove personal belongings.

-The student hereby accepts meal contract payable in advance for each term.  Failure to select a meal plan shall be deemed selection of the Gold Meal plan, and student agrees to pay in accordance with that selection. Changes to meal plans must be made within the first 14 days of each quarter or the plan checked herein will continue for the quarter. Students with special dietary needs must contact the Food Service Manager to determine if appropriate customer service is available.

-Students are responsible for reading, understanding, and abiding by the Colleges Students Rights, Freedoms, and Responsibilities, as well as the Residence Life Handbook and all other rules and regulations adopted by the College, Residence Life department, and Judicial Council.  Copies of the said policies can be made available upon request or may be found in the TVCC Residence Life office or on the TVCC website.  Violation of any of the standing policies mentioned above, or any conduct deemed to be such as to require the removal of a student from the residence hall for his/her best interest or that of other residents shall be grounds for the termination of this contract by the College.   If any provision of this contract is determined to be unenforceable or illegal, such determination shall not affect any other provision of this contract and all such other provisions shall remain in full force and effect.
