methods (individualized, small group, lecture/discussion); instructional duties and
group facilitation.

¢ Maintains student records of grades and attendance and scores practice tests.

e May participate in curriculum development; may recommend textbooks and other
instructional materials/equipment; may recommend library and reference materials;
may recommend course outline revision.

e Keeps current on technological changes, developments in the subject area, and
innovative teaching techniques.

e Understands, develops and provides a learning environment that supports diversity
and incorporates a sensitivity to diversity in the workplace.



e Promotes and applies the college's values for teaching and learning; creates a
learning climate of mutual respect and fairness; encourages creative and critical
